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National Workgroup Focuses
on Waste Tire Issues

The EPA Scrap Tire Workgroup consists of approximately 85 representatives from state environmental
agencies, industry, EPA, non-profits and academia with expertise in scrap tire management, market
development, and application technologies. Established in 2003, the Workgroup serves as a venue
where national stakeholders in the scrap tire recycling industry can collaborate to achieve common
objectives.

While the primary purpose for establishment of the Scrap Tire Workgroup was to effectively manage the
scrap tires generated and eradicate the millions in stockpiles of waste tires, the Workgroup goals and
objectives have evolved to include market development and other issues of common importance to
industry stakeholders. Its efforts have delivered environmental, social and economic benefits to
individual states and the country as a whole, including a 90 percent reduction in the numbers of scrap
tires in stockpiles across the country; development and implementation of programs that have seen 85
percent of the annually generated scrap tires go to beneficial end uses such as recycling and energy
recovery rather than stockpiles; and the deployment of market development initiatives that have
resulted in incremental economic activity and job creation.

The Workgroup primarily centers on the activities of five committees: (1) the Goals Committee; (2) the
Crumb Rubber Committee; (3) the Asphalt Rubber Committee; (4) the Civil Engineering Committee; and
(5) the Tire Derived Fuel Committee.

Disaster Recycling Best Practices

From Resource Recycling
November 2011

Disasters won’t wait for you to get your paperwork in order. Mary Ann Phillips, recycling coordinator for the
City of Joplin, knows this well, as someone who has gone through four events involving the Federal Emergency
Management Agency. She says that having a plan for a disaster before it strikes and documenting the cleanup as
it takes place will make for smoother sailing. Here are five lessons from the Joplin tornado:

1. Keep a list of all transfer stations, landfills, recycling facilities and hazardous waste centers. Know what
materials they’ll take, what they won’t and who’s in charge.

2. Update your information. If you hear about a change in key personnel at a facility on your list, be sure to
make the change.

3. Have multiple copies of everything. “Keep a copy at your house. Having it on your computer isn’t good
enough,” says Phillips. Joplin’s city hall wasn’t damaged from the tornado, which made things smoother,
says Phillips. But don’t count on being so fortunate. “You need hard copies,” she continues. You need paper
copies so that when the Army Corps of Engineers and FEMA and the National Guard roll into town you can
say, “hey, here’s where we take the debris. Here are the players.”

4. Take notes. During the cleanup, write down everything important, especially matters that you will need
to have documentation for later. “It’s hard to go back and recreate your notes,” says Phillips, who points
out that doing so when you haven’t slept for two days — an entirely plausible scenario — is particularly hard.
Keeping the right documentation is crucial, she says. For instance, when trucks came into Joplin from other
jurisdictions to help out with the cleanup, the City of Joplin fueled them up. In order to get reimbursed,
documentation was needed.

5. Remember that you’re dealing with people who have just had a traumatic event. Phillips notes that the city
used to require people to solidify their unwanted paint before it could be collected, but fortunately this
policy was modified before the tornado struck. “They already lost their dog, they lost their vehicle, they lost
their home, they may have lost a loved one, and now I'm telling them, I won’t take your paint. You have to
solidify it with sawdust. It just wasn’t good PR,” she says.
